INTRODUCTION... 

Chapter 20 opens with a rolled away stone and an empty tomb.  He is risen!  He 

is risen indeed!  The belief in the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead is a 

must in the life of every Christian and lingers in importance to no other doctrine.  

The Apostle Paul says: 

 

And if Christ is not risen, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins!  

1 Corinthians 15:17 

 

The resurrection of Christ proves all Jesus said about Himself is true and seals for 

us a hope of eternal life.  For as He is, so will we be.  For more on the importance 

of the resurrection of Jesus read 1 Corinthians 15. 

 

In Chapter 20, we see the purpose of this book…which is the purpose of the Bible 

as a whole.  A form of the word “believe” appears in the Gospel of John 85 times 

(more than any other book in the Bible).  In writing this Gospel, John described 

instances he believed would lead us to believe that Jesus is the Christ and that 

through Him we may have eternal life.  We too as followers of Jesus must live our 

lives in a way that would lead others to believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of 

God. 

 

Be sure that you read the questions carefully to make sure that you have answered 

the complete question.  You will notice that some of the questions may have 

more than one part.   

 

Remember that you will be using the Inductive Bible Study (IBS) method of study.  

Which means that in each study you will be required to make observations, 

interpretations and application of what you have observed and interpreted? (see 

further explanation in Study #1)

It is of the utmost importance that 

we understand these events as fully as possible.  That is why it is vital that we look 

at what all four Gospel accounts tell us about these events.  In order to accurately 

answer the following questions you will need to read and reference all four 

Gospel accounts on the events.  Be sure to sight your specific scripture references 

for your answers.
